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Cities existed since early times of man. And much of its equipment always had a indispensable 
presence on their streets. In the 19th century, many works taken by each city hall started to take 
place in several cities on their public spaces. These included, of course, the urban furniture. By 
this, we could say that urban furniture was ‘institutionalised’, once they acquired a recognized 
part in these works.  
 
The ‘institutionalised’ urban furniture is the group that is properly recorded, and so, for example, 
History practically just refers to them. However, another type of artefacts always existed to 
provide better use of the streets. If these would be considered, they may contribute to a better 
definition of the whole group of urban furniture.
