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Una carta escrita por el rey Visigodo Sisebuto (612-621) y dirigida al obispo metropolita-
no de Tarragona, Eusebio, nos proporciona posiblemente la fecha mas tardia para la exhi-
bicidn de ludi theatrales en Hispania (614/620). Esto no supone que debamos utilizar esta
epistola para datar la dltima representacién en Hispania de otros tipos de juegos, como
los ludi circenses o las uenationes. Es probable que los espectaculos mencionados en esta
misiva fueran de tipo privado. Los obispos tenian prohibido asistir a éstos segin algunos
canones de concilios eclesiasticos.

It is said that a letter written by The Visigothic king Sisebutus (AD 612-621) and addres-
sed to Eusebius, the metropolitan bishop of Tarragona, could give us the later date for the
exhibition of ludi theatrales at Hispania (AD 614/620). Howewer, this does not mean that
we must rely on this document to date the last performance at Hispania of another king
of games. Maybe these shows that the epistle mentions were private exhibitions. This is a
logical conclussion if we remember the fact that some ecclesiastical council canons forba-
de bishops to attend those entertainments.
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
