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This poster examines the role played by several generations of deaf signers with respect to the emergence of Mauritian Sign Language (henceforth MSL). Data collection includes both experimental and spontaneous sign samples. Among the most interesting results we found are differences between the sign system of children at school and children developing home signs. The overall results will be discussed in the light of the role of age factor in first language acquisition.
